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SOCIAL SCIENCES &  LIBRARY  
 

Library 
 
The 2009 – 2010 school year was one 
of consolidation for the Lisgar Library 
with respect to both the use of 
traditional resources and technology. 
Many students made use of the Small 
Wonder video cameras that were  
 

available for loan this year. Students 
demonstrated a growing familiarity 
with Alexandria, the library’s on-line 
catalogue, as a tool for finding books 
(83.3% of user survey respondents 
indicated that they had used it.). They 
also showed an increasing tendency to 
refer to electronic databases rather than 
simple web searches when seeking 
periodical articles, with 41.7% of 
survey respondents identifying 
themselves as users of the Infotrac 
databases.  Unfortunately, the 
availability of database resources at no 
direct cost to the school is in jeopardy 
as a consequence of the withdrawal of 
provincial funding to Knowledge 
Ontario.  
 

The “Be Heard”  library user survey 
continued to be linked to the library’s 
main page this year. The response was 
limited, but the students who did 
respond indicated that, in their opinions, 
the library’s most important role was as 
a place for accessing computers, the 
printer and the photocopier; its role as a 
place for research was a secondary one, 
but at least it ranked much higher than 
the library’s role as a place to meet and 
socialize with friends.  The library’s 
collection grew modestly this year with 
607 books and resources having been 
added to the collection by June 18th. 
 

Both this year and last year students 
expressed general satisfaction with the 
library’s fiction collection. Although they 
continue to find gaps in the library’s non-
fiction collection, their overall assessment 
of that part of the collection has risen 
from “somewhat satisfied” to “satisfied.” 
This may, at least in part, be a result of 
the fact that approximately 75% of the 

additions made to the collection were 
non-fiction, covering social sciences, pure 
and applied science, business, the Arts, 
history and geography. 
 

Efforts to fill gaps in the collection are 
on-going and they will continue to 
focus on the pure and applied sciences 
and technology; there will also be an 
effort to expand the fiction collection, 
especially in support of the Spanish 
language program. Hopefully the Lisgar 
library will continue to improve the 
overall level of satisfaction with the 
book collection.  It continues to be 
well-used with circulation reaching 
even higher levels than last year 
 

The library also received some special 
support from students and the 
community. Ten students contributed 
more 77 hours of after-hours 
community service in the library. Other 
support has come in the form of 
donations of large numbers of books 
(primarily fiction) from school staff, 
parents and students. 
 

In terms of instructional programming 
in the library, the library orientation 
program for grade nine was expanded 
to include not just general information 
about the library, but also research 
ethics and documentation, the use of 
electronic databases, and reading and 
test-writing skills.  Not only were other 
classes booked into the library for 
research, they also participated in on-
line book clubs and research oriented 
wikis set up by the teacher-librarian.   
 

This was the year in which the new 
Ministry of Education supported 
document for libraries was released by 
the Ontario School Library Association. 
Together for Learning: School 
Libraries and the Emergence of the 
Learning Commons supports the 
directions taken by the Lisgar Library 
with respect to its on-line existence and 
its promotion of collaborative activities 
in the library. The library will continue 
to explore how the library can help to 

cultivate the spirit of “ the learning 
commons”  at Lisgar next year.

Geography Students in Gatineau park 
 

In the first half of May Grade 10 History 
students paid a trip to the War Museum, 
while Grade 9 Geography students 
©lucked out© with pleasant sunny days in 
Gatineau Park for their field trip and in 
downtown Ottawa for their geocaching 
activity.  Grade 12 World Issues students 
visited the Doctors without Borders© 
"Refugee Camp in the City". As one 
student described it "the tour was 
comprised of about ten different stations. 
A different aspect of refugee camps was 
covered at each of the stations. We 
toured living quarters, camp bathrooms 
and medical treatment stations. We saw 
examples of food rations, water stations, 
medicine and land mines. As well, our 
guide spoke of some of the uncertainties 
that face these refugees and the 
psychological impact of the situation. 
This impact was emphasized by real 
drawings that had been made by 
displaced children. These haunting 
images often showed crude drawings of 
people being mown down by gunfire.

We 
do not automatically send out these 
report cards.  You must fill out a 
separate request form for the June 
report card and/or transcript to be sent 
to the institution(s) of your choice. 
 

Deferrals 
 

Sometimes students are given a deferral 
by Ontario universities or colleges in 
May or June.  This means that the 
institution requires the student to submit 
his/her final marks from June directly to 
the university/college in early July, 
before an offer of admission will be 
made.  It is the sole responsibility of the 
student to send these final marks 
directly to the university if the marks 
are required prior to July 8th, 2010. 
 
 
 

Summer School Results for  Grads 
 

Final marks obtained at summer school 
2010 should be sent BY THE 
STUDENT directly to the university or 
college you wish to attend. 
 

What To Do I f You Have Not Been 
Offered A Spot At University Or 
College 
 

Qualified students applying for 
admission to an Ontario university who 
did not receive an offer of admission 
can inquire about possible openings at 
other Ontario universities through 
OUAC between June 3 and August 27, 
by visiting this website; 
www.ouac.on.ca.   Go to "Admission 
Information Referral Service".  You can 
call OUAC Monday, Tuesday, 
Wednesday & Friday from 9:00 a.m. to 
4:30 pm., and on Thursdays from 10:00 
am to 4:30 pm at (519) 823-1940, 
extension 10. 
 

For Ontario colleges, visit this website; 
www.ontariocolleges.ca.  Click on 
“Find” and go to “Program 
Availability".  OCAS offers a telephone 
inquiry toll free line at 1–888-892-
2228, Monday to Friday from 8:30 a.m. 
to 5:00 p.m. 
 

You might be able to do a course at 
summer school to raise your marks.  Call 
the university or college you hope to 
attend to let them know that you plan to 
attend summer school.  Ask the institution 
if this might earn you an offer of 
admission.  Let them know that you are 
keen on attending their institution. 
 

If you need to raise your marks overall, 
you might wish to do another year or 
semester of high school to upgrade your 
marks.  If you decide to return to 
Lisgar, call the Lisgar main office to get 
a registration appointment.  When you 
call, mention that you are a returning 
Lisgar student. 
 

Community Involvement 
 

Parents and students are reminded that 
40 hours of documented community 
involvement (volunteer work) are 
required in order to graduate from all 
high schools in Ontario.  Blank forms 
can be picked up in Student Services, 
and completed forms should be returned 
to the main office.  Ideally, students 
will have completed their 40 hours by 
the end of Grade 10, so that they do not 
have to rush to finish them. 
 

Special Education Program 
 

Lisgar students have support available 
from a variety of staff who have special 
education qualifications and who will 
work with teachers to ensure that 
students’  accommodations are 
implemented and that students receive 
remedial assistance as required. This 
team includes our learning support 
teachers, counsellors, student success 
teacher, a vice-principal, and our  
educational assistants.
